	HABLAR
· Eat at an authentic restaurant with Spanish-speaking waiters and order/talk with your waiters (Choose from El Dorado, Taquería Tijuana, El Chalateco (Bellevue, NE), food trucks of South Omaha, Guacamaya, etc). See on-line or Mrs. Porras for addresses
· Attend a church service in Spanish as a visitor of students in Mrs. Porras’s Heritage Speakers Spanish class. Please see Mrs. Porras for service times and Bellevue East contact names from her classes. Or search on-line for “Bellevue/Omaha Spanish or bilingual church services”
· Attend Mass in Spanish or Bilingual service at Our Lady of Guadalupe Church in South Omaha (complete weekly schedule at http://www.guadalupestagnes.org/mass-schedule) and speak with someone after Mass

· Do an interview in Spanish with a Spanish speaker from Mrs. Porras’s Heritage class

· Visit a store on 24th Street with items from Spanish-speaking countries and speak with the employees in Spanish. Most speak some English, so start by saying you are there to try speaking in Spanish for your Spanish class
· Speak with Spanish speakers at your job. Learn their names, family background, and a little personal info (kids, hobbies, foods eaten in their home, etc). Get a photo of them or the individual
· Teach Spanish to children who don’t speak Spanish (in an elementary classroom, for example- Contact your former BPS elementary teachers to make this happen!)

· Visit the Hispanic Center and find out how to volunteer using your Spanish. (http://www.latinocenterofthemidlands.org/)
· Visit Spanish-speaking elderly people 

· Interview a court interpreter or a medical interpreter about their job

· Read a children’s book in Spanish from the public library.

· Listen to music in Spanish and read the lyrics while listening

· Visit different websites (sitios de web) in Spanish and read a few articles Find a Spanish-speaking pen pal/key pal (email)

· Read an article in a magazine in Spanish (See the bookshelf in our classroom or check out the selection at Pan Internacional (24th and P) or No Frills on 3548 Q Street)

· Read recipes in Spanish

· Read an article in a newspaper in Spanish 

· Read poetry in Spanish 


	HACER
· South Omaha Walking Tour (http://south24thomahatour.com/). Get a group of 3 or more people and book a tour. I believe this costs only a donation! Give a few bucks and get to know that community better. It’s an awesome experience!
· Make a funny (or serious) mini movie in Spanish. (See “telenovelas” for help on-line)

· Enter a store in South Omaha and try to find a particular item IN SPANISH! You can tell the clerk beforehand in English what you’re doing if that’d help you feel comfortable

· Eat at Gusto’s Cuban Café. Visit with the owner or his wife. Learn about their cultures and the influence of the dishes (7910 Harrison Street-Ralston, NE)
· Cook and eat an authentic recipe (in Spanish) from a Spanish-speaking country. Take a video clip of the process or photos to show us
· Learn to sing/play a song in Spanish and perform it for the class

· Volunteer at the Latino Center (4821 South 24th) or go to an event they advertise
· Find something to do/see at El Museo Latino (http://www.elmuseolatino.org/)
· Learn and recite a poem in Spanish
· Record yourself in a 2 minute long video speaking in Spanish with a Spanish speaker
· Learn a traditional dance and perform it for the class

· Attend a Spanish language concert/presentation/dance

· Present a piece of art by a Latino artist and tell us about the person and the art
· Attend an art show by a Spanish-speaking artist


	ESCUCHAR/MIRAR
· Watch a show on a Spanish channel (Univisión (ch. 23), Telemundo (ch . 70), or other channel in Spanish (see your cable plan…ask your parents)
· Watch a movie/video in Spanish (under language – choose Spanish)
· Put a movie on with Spanish subtitles. Keep track of new phrases you learn (Goal = 10+)
· Attend church/Mass at a Spanish-speaking location
· Listen to music in Spanish (CD, iTunes, Youtube, etc.)
· Listen to 97.7 Radio Lobo (1/2 hour)

· Listen to 1420am Radio Luz (all Spanish channel for ½ hour)
· Find a cultural topic of interest and learn about it (http://www.studyspanish.com/comps/)
· Attend a local Latino festival
